North East Housing Law Practitioners Group was established in December 2000 to provide a forum for practitioners working in the field of housing law in the North East of England to share and disseminate knowledge and information and to plan and conduct meeting and seminars and other activities relating to housing legal practice.  The Group is primarily concerned to represent the needs and right of the homeless, tenants and other occupiers of housing and membership is open to individuals or groups who use housing law for the benefit of those client groups.

The Group runs a series of meetings, usually bimonthly throughout the year and now meets at Newcastle Law Centre, Charlotte Square, Newcastle City Centre.  The meetings take place at 5.30 p.m. on Thursday evenings.  There is a guest speaker at most meetings, followed by other items of business including an information exchange which is always informal, interesting and sometimes surprising.  The group is keen to encourage the practice of housing law amongst those who do not yet consider themselves as expert and provides a supportive environment within which to develop expertise.

The group has relationships with the local Legal Services Commission and HLPA nationally.  It also organises group discounted subscriptions on behalf of interested members.
