We are aware the future of Fixed Recoverable Costs (FRC) in housing cases has been of interest for many in the housing legal aid sector. We understand the importance of keeping you informed and are pleased to share the latest updates. 
 
The Government will extend the exemption of housing cases from the Fixed Recoverable Costs FRC regime until October 2028, when we will review the exemption. This is due to the ongoing developments underway in the housing sector, including changes resulting from the Renters’ Rights Bill and Awaab’s Law. 
 
We will continue to monitor these developments and share further updates as more information becomes available.
